3. EFB Update:

Jill reported all 2nd readings brought forward were passed.  Ed Ex was asked to revisit the counselor issue even though the allocation has been met and additional funds from the reserves for counseling should be considered.

5. Counselors
 Shalee said with or without funding from EFB, the district has been working on creative solutions to address the counselor issue.  State reductions may be dropped from 8% to 7%.  In addition, a number of people are writing grants.  An additional $ 50,000 from EFB would support a full-time bilingual counselor.  If a grant is obtained, the funds can be rescinded.  The approved $ 67,500 from EFB does not support even one counselor with benefits.

$ 50,000 to fund an additional counselor for the Steamboat Springs school district.
