Minutes

The Steamboat Springs Educational Excellence commission members present included Paul Sachs, Mark Wertheimer, Don Schwartz and Janice Poirot.   Also present were Mark Andersen (Pres. EFB), Tim Corrigan (South Routt BOE), Jules Palyo (South Routt) and Sonya Macys (Exec. Dir. of Yampatika.  Denise Brazier, Ski Town Executive Service, recorded the meeting and prepared the minutes.

1.) Call to Order

Paul Sachs called the meeting to order at 5:39 pm.  
2.)  Adoption of the Agenda

The agenda could not be adopted as a quorum was not established.

3.) Approval of the minutes for meeting of Oct. 14th, 

The minutes could not be approved as a quorum was not established.

Jules Palyo was present and has been asked by the South Routt Board of Education to be South Routt’s  EE Jules has 3 children who attend the South Routt schools.      
EFB update – Mark Andersen

Mark gave an update on the bylaw revisions and Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) as a result of the inclusion of Hayden and South Routt.  The MOU, the agreement between the EFB and the City, has to be in place before the bylaws can officially be changed.  Mark meets with the attorneys tomorrow to iron out the details to be able to go before City Council within the next month.  

The next EFB meeting is Dec. 9th from 5:30 – 8:30 and will be a review of all the changes to the bylaws, policies and procedures.  The meeting is mandatory for all EFB directors and commission members.  A packet will be distributed by Dec. 1st for review before the meeting.  The goal is to adopt the MOU and the bylaws by the end of the meeting and to officially approve the Hayden and South Routt representatives.  An agenda will be distributed by this Friday.  An EFB calendar is being drafted.    
The Dec. 9th meeting will include a financial presentation.  EFB is anticipating $ 2 million for this year, down 35% from 2 years ago.

The Jan. 6th EFB meeting, also to include all EFB directors and commission members,  will be a 2 hr. meeting and will hear presentations from all 3 districts and the community groups.  District needs will be prioritized.  

A one-page application form is being developed and will be sent out to the community groups.  Community group requests will be required to align with district goals.  Mark will check on unknown community groups that may want to make a request. 

The commissions will have two meetings to analyze the presentation and prepare for 1st readings in March.  The commissions will represent the community groups to the EFB.  

The EFB is looking at using the 40/40/20 split as a guideline only.    

 Public Comment

Sonya Macys gave an overview of Yampatika.  Yampatika does work closely with the districts and now has a lease on a ranch to use for science and history field trips.  The organization provides children the opportunity to be outdoors and Yampatika will be applying for funding, specifically for the SSSD students. 
Commission Vacancies

EE has one vacancy and needs two representatives to the EFB. Robin Stone will stay on until there is a replacement.    Don Schwartz offered to be a EFB representative, but may miss some meetings in the spring.
The next EE will be January 13th, 2010.
