

STEAMBOAT SPRINGS EDUCATION FUND BOARD

June 30, 2010; 5:30 PM

Special Meeting

Human Service Center Board Room.

The Education Fund Board directors present included Mark Andersen, Kristi Brown, Roger Good, Dean Massey, Sue MacCarthy, Don Schwartz, Jill Boyd, Denise Connelly, Laura Anderson (SS school board alternate for Brian Kelly), Vance Fulton (Hayden Rep.) and Gena Hange (South Routt Rep.).  Also present were Mike Holloran (EFB Atty.) and Jim Weinstein (Steamboat Pilot).  Denise Brazier, Ski Town Executive Service, recorded the meeting and prepared the minutes.

1.) Call to Order
Mark Andersen called the EFB special meeting to order at 5:34 PM.

2.) Public Comment

There was no public comment.

3.) Board and Commission Member Appointment Procedures

The EFB and commission currently have the following vacancies:
· EFB – 3 (at-large)

· Education Excellence – 2 (1 recommended by Ed Ex and waiting for EFB approval)

· Technology/Capital – 3 

Mark will send applicants to Jill and Roger.  Jill was asked to bring the Ed Ex recommended candidate to the Aug.4th EFB meeting for approval.  The rest of the applicants will be scheduled to be approved at the Sept. 1st EFB meeting.  Voting for commission candidates will be open.   

4.) Accountant Selection Process

Mark reported currently 9 applicants have been received for the EFB accountant position.  Mark will send out the list of responsibilities, ask for resumes, the hourly rate and experience in non-profits.  

Dean Massey will head the EFB accountant selection committee.  Kristi, Don and Roger volunteered to be available if necessary and Dean will ask Tom Ptach to participate.  The selection committee will review the applications, interview the finalists in late July and Dean is empowered to bring forward recommendations for the position and terms of a contract for the Aug. 4th EFB meeting.  Mark said the position does not require a CPA.  Mark will ask Paul Strong the time commitment.  The rate of pay would depend on qualifications.    
Kristi made a motion and Sue seconded, that Dean Massey heads an EFB accountant selection committee to select finalists and bring a recommendation to the EFB board with the terms of the contract.

The motion passed unanimously.


The consensus of the EFB Board of Directors was to send out RFP’s to select an audit firm.  The selection will be made at the Sept. 1st EFB meeting.  Mark will contact Shalee Cunningham and Jane Toothaker to find out how they advertised for an auditor to include out-of-town applicants.  

5.) Response to Letter from Christopher P. Beall, Legal Counsel to Steamboat Today.
The issue with Steamboat Today is the EFB’s requirement to adhere to the Colorado Open Meetings law.  Mike Holloran said the spirit of the EFB has always been in the past to be open but is not required for EFB’s type of non-profit.  Mark said it is the EFB’s intention to try to resolve the issue with an agreeable settlement, coinciding with the spirit of the EFB, without having to spend the public’s money on legal fees.  Mark said the purpose of this meeting is to determine a strategy on how to move forward.  

Cari Hermancinski from City Council suggested the Memorandum of Understanding is revised to say the EFB will follow the open meeting laws.  City attorney Tony Lettunich clarified the revision is a request, not a demand.  Mark said EFB could ask Mike Holloran to amend the MOU

as suggested and approach the Pilot to find out if the revision addresses the Pilot’s concerns. If not, legal counsel will be asked to draft a response and EFB will go into Executive Session during the Aug. 4th EFB meeting to discuss strategy. 

Mike Holloran said EFB has conceptually abided by the open meeting laws since the beginning, the law is not black and white and EFB may have to make sure EFB is within the boundaries of the open meeting law.  EFB has only gone into Executive Session one time.  Mark added interviews and committee meetings with at least 3 people have to follow the open meeting laws.
Roger made a motion and Dean seconded, to instruct EFB attorney Mike Holloran to go forward with amending the MOU to voluntarily amend the MOU to comply with the Colorado Open Meeting Law and have Mike Holloran and Tony Lettunich work together to update the Memorandum of Understanding.        
Discussion:  Dean said if the amended MOU does not appease the Pilot, EFB will have to have a session with Mike Holloran.  EFB will decide whether or not to go forward after a response from 

the Pilot.

Dean asked that EFB have workshops with the districts to be able to improve on the experience from last year.  Mark will include the workshop on the Aug. EFB agenda.

Roger learned sales tax reported by the EFB versus the sales tax reported by the City is different.  The reports presented to the EFB on the sales tax has been ill advised and Roger has given the information to Cari Hermancinski.

Kristi made and motion and Roger seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The Education Fund Board special meeting adjourned at 6:27 PM.
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
